This budget has an increase in the Police Tax; which would
go from 21 mil in 2015 to 23 mil in 2016.
100% of the Police Tax goes to support the Chambersburg
Police Department and not for any other department or
function or employee or use.

In 2015, Council added three additional police officers and

one new bilingual civilian to the Department.

Misc. Taxes don't change year-to-year: Local Services Tax, which is a $1 per week tax on workers inside the
Borough; the Wage Tax, which is a set tax on wages earned by those who live inside the Borough; and the Deed
Transfer Tax, which is a set tax when property inside the Borough is sold or transferred. The State allows us no
other type of tax. We prohibited from collecting local sales tax, liquor tax, hotel tax, business tax, amusement

tax, or any other tax.
